To Install S-5-ZF

1. Partially thread the setscrew into the clamp by hand.

2. Install by holding the clamp insert piece under the edge of the seam, then
roll the clamp into position over the seam and the clamp’s insert piece.

3. Tighten the setscrew at the base of the clamp using a screw gun* and the
included screw gun bit tip. When relying on published load values,

setscrew tension should be verified using calibrated torque wrench as /?\k\
indicated below to ensure the tool is consistently achieving the proper < )\)J
torque range. The slotted thru-hole in the flange is designed to \ //7
accommodate a variety of nut and bolt connections. e
